After Mass on Sunday May 23rd, Templom Orzo sponsored a meeting for all parishioners and supporters of St.Emeric’s.  The first part of the meeting was started with Miki Peller giving similarities and differences between the rejection of the five Boston parishes’’ final appeal and that of St. Emeric’s.  He then explained the various levels of appeal and where ours stand.  A last attempt this month in the Vatican was explored and acted upon.

The second half of the meeting was devoted to Templom Orzo’s plans in case the church does close on June 30th.  In the second week of May prior to the meeting, Templom Orzo passed out surveys at church, via email and snail mail to those not at Mass or whose email was unknown.  The surveys up to that point indicated that those who had responded were in favor of a monthly Mass at St. Stephen’s.  St. Stephen’s is on Bridge Ave. in Ohio City and is just around the corner from St. Emeric’s.  The option to have a 12:30 p.m. Mass at St. Stephen’s was presented only on approval from the pastor there, Fr. Fronz.  An attempt will be made to procure a Hungarian priest to say Mass for those interested.
